During Lent we have been preparing for Easter. Our Lord Jesus Christ
on this day entered the holy city of Jerusalem in triumph. The people
welcomed him with palms and shouts of praise, but the path before
him led to self-giving, suffering and death. Today we greet him as our
king, although we know his crown is thorns and his throne a cross. We
follow him this week from the glory of the palms to the glory of the
resurrection, but we do so by the dark road of suffering and death. As
we seek to be united with him in his suffering on the cross; may we
share his resurrection and new life.

All: Lord Jesus, you rode into your city in triumph on this day,
receiving the shouts and the welcome of many people. Come
into this church today. Receive our welcome and our acclaim.
Come to rule in our hearts and minds and help us to go out to
proclaim you as ruler over all.

Confession

Children are brought to be baptized with water as a sign
of the new life in Christ and to be made members of God's family the
Church.

The minister says to the parents and godparents

Those who bring children to be baptized must affirm their allegiance
to Christ and their rejection of all that is evil. It is your duty to bring up
this child to fight against evil and to follow Christ. Therefore | ask
these questions which you must answer for yourselves and for this
child.

Minister Do you turn to Christ?
Parents and godparents | turn to Christ
Do you repent of your sins?
| repent of my sins
Do you renounce evil?
| renounce evil

The Minister says to the parents:
Do you then present your child to be baptized?

Parents please respond
We do
The Minister takes the child to be baptised and says:
(Name) | baptize you in the name of the Father,
and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, Amen.
| sign with the cross, the sign of Christ.
Do not be ashamed to confess the faith of Christ crucified.



The minister will invite the congregation to say:

Fight valiantly under the banner of Christ against sin, the world
and the devil, and continue his faithful soldier and servant to the
end of your life.

The Giving of a Lighted Candle

The parents and children who have been baptised gather together and
a lighted candle is given to each child. The minister says,

Receive this light...this is to show that you have passed from
darkness to light.

The congregation will be invited to respond:

Shine as a light in the world
to the glory of God the Father.

The Welcome

Representing the whole Church we all welcome the newly baptized
children.

Minister: God has received you by baptism into his Church.

All say: We welcome you into the Lord's family.
We are members together of the Body of Christ:
We are children of the same heavenly Father:
We are inheritors together of the Kingdom of God.
We welcome you.

As he
entered Jerusalem as Messiah to suffer and to die, the Hebrews
acclaimed Jesus the Messiah and King with palm branches in their
hands, crying 'Hosanna in the highest.’

May your blessing be upon these palms as signs of his love for us and
triumph over evil; and grant that we who bear them in his name may
ever hail him as our King, and follow him in the way that leads to
eternal life; who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, now and
forever. Amen.
